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ABOUT THE GM 

The GM Heritage  Center  serves as a showplace 
for the vehicles of  the GM Heritage Collection, and 
as the home of  the Heritage and Media Archive. 
Located in an 81,000 square foot  facility  in Sterling 
Heights,  Michigan,  the Center has approximately 
200 vehicles on display, while the Archive houses 
15,000 linear feet of  shelving containing significant 
documents, manuals,  brochures, and artifacts 
documenting GM's rich history of innovation.

Many  of  the 600 cars & trucks stored there reflect 
GM’s industry  firsts, like the 1st electric self-starter 
on the 1912 Cadillac, the 1st  air bag on the 1974 
Buick, Cadillac, & Olds models. Others are tech 
experiments like the 1st American gas turbine-
powered car, Firebird 1, or the world’s 1st hydro-
gen fuel cell-powered vehicle, the ‘66 Elctro-van. 

The Heritage Collection is ever-changing. New 
vehicles are constantly  being obtained, filling gaps 
in the current Collection to fully  represent GM’s 
product story of the past 100 years.

The Club will visit the Heritage Museum on June 
23rd at 10 AM Michigan  time . The address is 
6400 Center Drive, Sterling heights, MI 48312 and 
the cost is $10 per person (payable to the Club). 
Michigan trip club members will leave Franken-
muth at 8AM for the Heritage Center. Members 
who would like to visit  the Heritage Center and are 
not going on the Michigan trip should contact  Art 
Rapp so he can make a reservation for you with 
our Club. As a reminder, the Heritage Center is not 
open to the public in the event you should want to 
visit it sometime on your own.
